For those teachers who are new to our school community, we have been successful in the past (at the mid-year point) in having students who failed one class sign a contract with the school.  For those students who failed 2 or more classes, their parents actually have to come in and meet with me to discuss strategies for the spring semester that will allow them to reverse failing classes from the Fall Semester.  


Students will take classes through our Saturday Academy and/or PM School for Math, Science, English and/or History.


Students that fulfill their portion of the contract mentioned above also have an opportunity to reverse classes such as SAT Prep, Careers, Spanish, Gym, Advisory and/or Art if they earn a score of 70 or greater at the end of the Spring Semester.  


The reason I implemented this in the past, as well as this year, is that the students don’t give up.  In many cases, they become much more motivated to succeed.
